Title of the Lesson: Just for fun, try to come up with a title that captures the major topic/concept of the lesson.
Grade Level: Give the target grade level of the students. If adaptable to other grade levels, mention this. 

Length of Lesson: Will this take only one class?  Several class meetings?
Overview of the Lesson: In one sentence, summarize what will happen in this lesson.  
Essential Leaning Outcomes Questions:  By the end of this lesson, students will be able to… List what you want students to know or be able to do when they leave this lesson.  The learning goals should include some that are academic  (learning a content) and some goals related to processes ( learning a new digital tool, collaboration, drafting and revising,  appreciating differences, and so forth.)
NC Common Core Standards Being Addressed: List the specific objectives from the 

Common Core being addressed in this lesson (put objective number and write out the objective.)  Be sure to use the objectives from the grade level for which the lessons are intended.
