Sample Expressive Forms

Spontaneous Sensory Monologue
Choose a place away from your classroom that you would like to observe, go there with paper and pencil or laptop, and write down for fifteen minutes what you see, hear, and smell, touch, taste.  You may want to surreptitiously voice-record people in your environment, to capture their accents and idioms. Think of what you write as notes for yourself later.  These notes and recordings can be used to write something, to be decided later, that could become part of your weebly portfolio. (Perhaps you will write another Day in the Life..  piece?) Write in whatever way allows you to capture on paper what you observe during that time.  

Spontaneous Memory Monologue
Look around at your surroundings until something you see reminds you of an event or person or place from your past.  Write that down.  Now of what other memory does the first one remind you?  Once you get started, keep writing down your memories.  Write in whatever way captures them quickly.  Jot down all you can get in about fifteen minutes.  These notes could be used for writing something else later.  

Duologue
Invent or reproduce a conversation between two people by writing down just what each speaker says in turn.  Before a character speaks, write the character’s name before a colon; do not use quotation marks for these speeches.  Indicate action and setting by stage directions placed between parentheses.  The time, place, and circumstances should be clear from what they say.  Write 800 to 1,000 words.  If this script were given to others to act out and recorded, playing time would be approximately 4-5 minutes.  (You could create a pod cast; or perhaps you can use this script on August 8th for Kevin Oliver’s lesson)

Interior Monologue
Make up a character whose way of thinking and speaking you feel confident you can imitate; imagine him somewhere doing something; then write down in his words what he is thinking and feeling during this situation.  You might, for example, imitate some of the international students or English people you meet on this course.) Other people may or may not be present.  Write 800 to 1,000 words.  This monologue should require three to five minutes to perform.
